The task force wants to interface with the university to help achieve  broader sustainability goals and to share their knowledge  and experiences.  Some of the sustainability accomplishments for University Publications are: 
· Forest Stewardship Council (FSC) chain-of-custody certification 

· Digital printing technology 

· Reduction of energy consumption 

· Recycled-content paper 

· Recycling programs for printing and office paper waste 

· Reclaiming of film and printing plate materials 

· Lowest-emission photocopiers 

· Ozone-friendly inks and solvents 

· Compliance with all applicable environmental, health, and safety (EHS) requirements 

· Sustainability Task Force 

· Responsible office printing 

· Educational programs 

· Knowledge sharing and partnering
