Legislation acknowledged that older copiers and printers may have problems with 100% recycled content paper so a grandfather type language is included for older copiers.  As copiers are replaced they will be required to handle the 100% recycled content paper.
The first communication about the legislative changes is tentatively set for the first part of July.

Dwight, Marty, Andy and Terry wrote a Draft Climate Action Plan Outline.  The committee will look through the outline and discuss it at the July10th meeting. Sources used for the outline were from University of Washington and AASHE. They took the best from both and tailored to them to WSU capabilities. 6. AASHE / Climate Commitment - Dwight 

AASHE
Dwight drafted a paper that analyzed AASHE membership benefits. Because of budget reductions, Business and Finance can not contribute this year. Center for Sustaining Agriculture and Natural Resources, ASWSU, and CEREO will provide 400.00 a piece for membership dues. Nick Lovrich from Division of Governmental Studies & Services offered to donate $200.00 and Jamie Bentley from Wellbeing will ask her department to provide the other $200.00 to maintain the AASHE Membership. The Climate Commitment is not dependant upon membership. Dwight offered to coordinate the paperwork between departments for the dues if a decision is made to continue membership.  This discussion will continue next meeting.

Climate Commitment 
The Climate Commitment is on a timeline to get things done. The Climate Action Plan is due September 2009 but an application can be submitted to extend the deadline until January 2010 if accepted. If not submitted on time the Green House Gas Inventory is due every 2 years. The Department of Ecology requirements will not match the calculator used for the Green House Gas Inventory and the Environmental Protection Agency requirements are even less developed.  There was discussion whether the committee should recommend that the President drop the Climate Commitment and focus on State and Federal regulations which are mandatory. The committee will continue the discussion.
7. August Meeting Agenda - Senator Chris Marr
Senator Chris Marr will attend the meeting in August via WECN in Spokane.  Senator Marr is the Floor Leader in the Senate, Vice Chair of the Transportation Committee and a former WSU Regent. He may provide aspects about the direction the state is headed.
